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CASE HISTORY

Unknown X-187 USMC St Avold, France

Remains of X-187 were disinterred from the Cemetery at Atzendorf,
Gemmarny, Map Sheet M-52/D-92. ‘

No clues as to the identity of the remains could be found in’the
case papers, other than the remark on the Report of Burial that the cause
of death was believed to be from an aircraft crash,

The remains were reprocessed by an anthropologist in an effort to
obtain sufficient information to compare with dental and physical records
of all casualties known to have died in the area embraced by Map Sheet
M-52, The estimated height and approximate age was determined and this
information was used in an attempt to establish identity. It was found
that an association by comparison of age and height was possible, how-
ever, the association could not be supported by tooth chart compariscn
nor sufficient cumulative evidence. It was further noted, while inves-
tigating this case, that the cemetery at Atzendorf received direct bomb
hits causing several of the caskets to be exposed, necessitating reburial.
It appears that, during the reburial of the remains, there was a disre-
gard for the original cemetery records. It is also possible there are
remains of U S casualties in graves that have not been exhumed, as the
cemetery records contain names of American deceased that have not been
associated with any of the recovered remains.

In view of the evidence presented herein, it is recommended that the
remains designated Unknown X-187, UMC St Avold, be declared Unidenti~
fiable.
