Here are comments that David Myrick sent with the photographs, with additional annotations by Wesley Johnston, 7th Armored Division Association Historian.

My Dad is 3rd from the right in img017. Picture 017 obviously taken in Holland.
[WJ: I suspect that this was at the bivouac location 4 miles southwest of Maastricht (VK 5250) where A/48 stayed, well away from combat, 9-22 Nov 1944. I am not sure just where this place was, but B/48 and C/48 were at Cadier during this same time. So I suspect that they really were SE of Maastricht and not SW, since if they were SW they would have been on the opposite side of the Maas River from the rest of 7AD.]

My father T/5 George Myrick, Co A, 48thAIB, was best friends with T/5 Lawrence Dewitt Smith, KIA 22Dec44.  Enclosed is a group picture of Co A pals of my Dad's; "Smitty" as he was called is on the far left. I do not know much about him except he was from the State of Tenn. and was survived by his mother because she used to call my Dad in the years immediately following the war. [WJ: Note half-track nickname “Anita”. See PDF images 7 and 12.]

[WJ: Note half-track name “Anita”. The man in the back row with his helmet askew appears to be T/5 Smith (see PDF images 2 and 12), who may have been the driver of “Anita”, which would have been a different squad from T/5 Myrick’s “Arkansas”.]

 Caption reads: “Janes and Cornwell (Since this picture was made, he went AWOL, & is serving 20 yrs.) Taken about Jan. 3rd during the Battle of the Bulge Belgium”
[WJ: The Bulge pix look to me to most likely be in the week-long rest period that the Division had in mid-January 1945, receiving replacements for both men and supplies and vehicles after the heavy losses in December 1944. The Division was spread out in and around Verviers, Belgium. Looking at the A/48 Morning Reports, they were at Rouge Miniere from 30 Dec 1944 until 12 Jan 1945. This is actually quite surprising to me, since they did not move in the same way as the rest of the Division. Most of the Division were further west at the end of December and then made a long march to Verviers and the surrounding towns. But apparently A/48 just stayed where they were, which was a fair distance from Verviers.]
