1. The 3rd Section, 108th Graves Registration Platoon  was assigned to the 40th Infantry Division for the period 20 November 1944 to 23 February 1945.  During this period the platoon participated as part of the Division in the amphibious assault on LINGAYEN Beach, the advance on BAMAN, and the attacks on strong enemy positions in the BAMBAN – Port STOTSENBURG area

2. During the campaign, the Section identified, and interred, 450 bodies in the cemeteries at LINGAYEN, TARLAC, BAMBAN and CULAYO.  Efforts in identifying bodies were prompt, thorough and successful.  All bodies were cared for with reverence and respect due those that lost their lives in combat with the enemy.  Despite limited facilities, attractive and dignified cemeteries were developed.

3. S/Sgt. Stanley J. Zisk, ASN 1071151 and Cpl. Daniel H. Costello, ASN 32454130, exhibited courage and a remarkable sense of duty in going forward in tanks during combat to recover bodies.
