Under the provisions of circular, QUARTERMASTER HALL OF FAME AND DISTINGUISHED MEMBER/UNIT OF THE REGIMENT NOMINATION PROCEDURE, the 108th Quartermaster Graves Registration Platoon is nominated as a Distinguished Unit of the Regiment.


A copy of the Unit Lineage and Honors is attached (Tab J).  In addition there are 228 pages of additional information on this Platoon available at the National Archives and the US Center of Military History (Tab J).  I have not obtained copies of all of these records, because of the cost involved.


The 108th QM GR CO and assigned personnel were singled out as outstanding by the Commanding General, XIV US Army Corps, O.W. Griswold, Lieutenant General, US Army and the Commanding General, 40th Infantry Division, Rap Brush, Major General, US Army (Tab K).


In addition, the Commanding General, XIV US Army Corps, awarded the Bronze Star Medal to Lt. George M. McViegh, Sergeant James J. Slattery and Staff Sergeant Stanley J. Zink (Tab L).


A representative collection of Unit Historical Reports that outline the activities of the unit is attached (Tab M).  The unit was very active, reliable and dependable.  In this connection, Lt. McVeigh acted as the XIV US Army Corps Graves Registration Officer, with his Platoon Headquarters Section acting as the Corps Graves Registration Section.  This Officer commanded a platoon, not a company, in support of a US Corps.  In Europe a Graves Registration Company was the Graves Registration unit attached to a US Corps for Graves Registration Support.  This platoon performed in a superior manner and on a continuous basis.


The 108th QM GR Platoon opened and operated, until relieved, 13 United States Armed Forces Cemeteries, pictures of five of these cemeteries are attached (Tab N).


The Commander and his men were outstanding emissaries for the United States Army Quartermaster Corps.  This unit upheld the honor and traditions of the Quartermaster Corps in a superior manner on a continuous basis.  For this display of outstanding and commendable service the 108th QM GR Platoon is highly recommended for induction as a Distinguished Unit of the Regiment.
