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the beaches at the base of the cliffs. Also some members of the 203rd Combat En g
Bn. assisted in the collection of bodies on Omaha Beach. Company C of the 203rd
dug the trenchs for the burials. Man by name of Marty Petersen was in charge of
the Engineer detail. Martin Petersen resides at 1110 Elmwood St. KingstonN Y
Zip 12401. I got information above rom the platoon leader and later company
commander of C Co. of the 203. He is Carl Neusheler 5010 Linder Drive,
Glendale, Ariz Zip 85308. Carl and I wite back and forth with info all the time
and we are trying to plan a tour to Normandy of people from the 6th Brigade next
June 6. He gave me Marty Petersen address to write about the tour and mentioned
the detail in one of hs letters. You might get further info from both of them.

Also am enclosing copies of Annex 1 showing all units receiving unit citiations

in Omaha Beach landings and was published by War Dept 1945 and it shows
attached units including the 3rd Platoon of the 607th Graves Reg. so I would
assume that any unit citations the Brigade received was also received by the

listed units. 1am enclosing a copy of the Decision No 758 issued by the

French Government giving the 6th Brigade the unit citation of the Croix de Guerre

Only person from the 607th I ever had a name or address for was the platoon
leader a Ist Lt. Emest Terry at Box 463 Clovis, Calif 93613 and a phone
‘number (209) 823-7718. 1 wrote him and received no answer cither to a letter
or phone call. Who ever gave me the name said he was in poor health. Was it
you that gave me this info and am sorry to say I didnt write down where it came
from. Sjorry I dont have more concrete info on the 607th and maybe the two
men from the 203rd Eng can be of better help.

Glad to hear you are still busy working on histories. Ispend a lot of time going
to reunions of units of the 6th Brigade and giving talks to high schools and service
posts. I have been in contact with men from the 3 Brigades that served in the
Pacific exchanging information about the differences in the operations. I keep a
road atlas with towns circled where men from our company reside and in my
travels if I am near a circle I detour and stop and have coffee with them. 1also
am in charge of keeping track of our men who are sick or pass away and notify
others during the year and then report at our reunions. I study military history
and get questions from all kinds of sources for information about D Day etc so
1 manage to keep busy all year long. Hope your health is ok and remains as
such for years to come. A lot of the W W 2 veterans have passed away and
they aré going down at an alarming rate now days as we get older. Write when
you get a chance and if any thing I can do I will sure give it a try. Take care.
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Dear Bud,

Received your letter yesterday and have to apoligze for cutting you off on the
phone but T was running about 2 hours late. I was on way to Audubon, Lowa to
talk on D Day to combined Amer Legion and VEW posts there. I have been on
the dead run since the first of March getting to high school history classes and also
to various veterans posts talking on D Day and showing videos I have. 1 have
been cairying your book on Graves Reg. that you sent me some time ago as I got
it back last November, It has really been arourd the country and 1 still have a
couple of units that want to read it at their reunions.

T just dont have much on the 3rd Platoon of the 607th. All awards received by
the 6th Brigade were funneled down thru the various units headquarters and then
issued by the individual units. The copy of the Pres. Unit Citition I have was sent
out by our battalion headquarters. T talked to a man from the 3204th which was
originally A Company of the 538th QM Battalion and he said his copy was sent
out by the 538th and just indicates the 3204th and mine is same except it shows
3205th. 1am sure that all units who were part of and attached to the 6th Brigade
on D Day received the citation. 1 also have a copy of the Bronze Service Arrow-
head awarded to all units. It was issued by HQ of the 615th QM Battalion which
T have been told sent out all General Orders for awards. The Arrowhead was
General Order #19 dated 1 June 1945 and the heading reads as follows.

Pursuant to authority contained in letter, Fiq European T of Opns, file AG 200.6
OpGa, Subject: “Individual Service Award of the Bronze Service Arrowhead”,
dated 9 May 1945, and in accordance with the provisions of Sec I, Circular 465,
War Départment, 1944, the following Officers and Enlisted Men 3205th QM
Company, are awarded the Bronze Service Arrowhead to the European-African-
Middle Eastern Theater Service Ribbon for paticipation in the initial landings on
the Normandy Coast of France on 6 June 44

The 3204th received same General Order except it shows 3204th QM Co. in
place of the 320Sth. 1t was by order of Captain Cooper and signed by Irving
Wolf 2nd Lt and the distribution was “B” General with 3 copies to AG in Wash.
D Cand 5 to Hq ETOUSA 1 to Central Records MRU.

Am enclosing copy of a Memorial Service held on Omaha Beach 17 Ju 44
and 1 know that members of the Graves Reg. were in attendance. Our 2nd
platoon assisted the platoon of the 607th in beginning the first cemetery on
