1.   In compliance with Memo 131, HQ Base X, United States Army Forces Western Pacific, dated 24 September 1945, the following Historical Report for the period 1 October 1945 thru 31 October 1945 is submitted. 

a.   On October 1st 8 EM departed this station for duty at the Japanese POW Cemetery, Canlubang, Lagume Provience.  Burials have continued throughout entire month.

b.   On 7 October 1945, 1 Officer and 25 EM departed this station for temporary duty at Nasugbu, P.I.  Cemetery of 450 bodies was disinterred and remains brought to USAF Cemetery #2 Manila.  Disenternment was completed on 18 October 1945 and personnel concerned returned to this station.

c.   On 10 October 1945, 1 Officer and 24 EM departed this station for temporary duty at Batangas, P.I.  Only 24 bodies were removed from Cemetery there due to Philippine labor trouble and the decision of the Commanding Officer, Base R, that no further disinterments to be made.  Officer and EM concerned returned to this station 16 October 1945.  

d.   On 22 October 1945 1 Officer and 22 EM departed this station for temporary duty at Caboaban, Luzon.  Disinterments of Cemeteries there to be effected upon the completion of clearing away jungle growth and building roads to cemetery.

e.  Burials at USAF Cemetery #2, Manila during month of October 1945 as follows.
