Postcard written by Harry Broadbrook.  The note in the upper right hand corner is from Harry Broadbrook, drawing attention to the Meritorious Unit Citation Award.   Sad note by Harry Broadbrook  relating  to his possible untimely death.   Sherry is Harry’s Granddaughter.

This may sound out of line to you, but you must remember that the unit went through WW II in 

Europe and now they were on their way to the SW Pacific Theater of Operations.  This is further 

brought to mind, because during the Battle of the Bulge in December 1944, a levy for men to be 

transferred from the Unit to the Third Army Replacement Depot was received and, James 

(Jimmy) Knox volunteered, saying that he was single and a married man should not be made to 

go.  In January 1945, Jimmy Knox was Killed In Action and, was returned to the 609 QM GR CO

to be buried.  He volunteered to Stand In Harms Way to keep another safe.  When his remains,

with his face  blown away, arrived at the cemetery one of the men noticed the Yellow Scarf that 

Jimmy always wore and, searched for the DOG TAGS of the deceased, it was in fact Jimmy 

Knox; a sad day for the Officers and Men of the 609 QM GR CO.   Another thought, it was estimated that there would be at least one million casualties during the invasion of Japan and, this postcard  was written before Japan surrendered.
