I.   a.   The 609thQuartermaster Graves Registration Company, TO&E 10-297 dated 6 November with change 1, dated, 25 November 1943, having been activated at the Quartermaster Unit Training Center at Fort Francis E. Warren, Wyoming on 27 November 1943, and disembarked at Liverpool, England at 0145 8 June 1944.

b.   Upon arrival in the UK the unit was at it’s normal strength of 6 Officers and 125 EM.

    c.   From Liverpool the organization immediately traveled by rail to Camp Area #2  General Depot 55 (coordinates VC3171).

    d.   On 15 June the Second Platoon, with attached Medics (1 officer and 25 EM) was placed on Detached Service with the 28 Field Hospital, Westbury, Wilts.  From that date until the present the designated platoon has performed it’s primary mission, servicing the area of the 6th General Hospital, the 28th US Field Hospital and similar hospitals with Graves Registration Service.  In addition, personnel from other  unit’s have been attached for orientation and training.  Frequent rotation of personnel of the detachment, effected by inter-platoon exchange, has insured that members of the unit have undergone an adequate account of personal experiences in fieldwork.

   e.   An undesignated detachment of 1 officer, 2nd Lt. Roger V. Cornson, 0-1595445, and six EM went on DS to Advanced Headquarters XVIIIth District on 11 June 1944.  The Officer has since been Billeting Officer, Class “A” Agent Officer and Post Exchange Officer for that area.  The EM have performed as Post Exchange employees, Motor Sergeants, Drivers, and Messengers.

   f.   On 28 June 1944, this organization, less two detachments, transferred from Loakerly Hall (VU7451) to Westbury Wilts (VC3171).  The trip was carried out without incident by means of unit transportation.

II.   An Officer roster showing functions and activities throughout the period covered is attached as enclosure 1. 

III.  Upon arrival strength of the unit was 6 Officers and 124 EM, as authorized.  On 8 July 1944, two EM were transferred and on 9 July 1944, 29 EM and 1 Officer were transferred, making the total strength on 15 July 1`944, five Officers and eighty-seven enlisted men.

IV.  Difficulties encountered have thus far been more anticipated than actual.  Higher Headquarters has been constantly helpful and solutions to problems have been quickly reached.  The most serious blow to the organization was due to the transfer of three cadres (I Officer and 31 EM).  It was felt at the time that the formation of three cadres from one unit was rather devastating, since only well trained and potentially capable could be reasonably transferred for such assignment, but later considerations have indicated that much of the effect is dependent upon the type of replacements available.  These men have not yet been received.  The remainder of the unit is well trained and as long as replacements furnished are at least normal, no difficulties to smooth and efficient operation at any time are anticipated.

V.   No awards or citations have been presented to personnel since activation.
