1. In compliance with Circular 62, HQ, Philippine Base Section,  dated 19 

July1945, The following historical report of this organization for the period 1 September 1945 thur 30 September 1945 is submitted.

2.   The 609 QM Graves Registration Company served 14 months in the ETO.  Arrived Liverpool, England 8 June 1944.  Left England 3 August 1944, and proceeded to Transit Area B, France.  Unit established the cemetery at Ham, Luxembourg, and operated cemeteries at St. Corolla, Villeneuve-Sur-Aurers and Limey, France; Butzbach and Nuremberg, Germany.  Received Battle Participation credit for the “Northern France, “Ardennes”, Rhineland, and “Central Germany campaigns.  Awarded the Unit Citation Plaque, 7 June 1945 per General Order #134 HQ. Third United States Army.

3. 1 September 1945 to 20 September 1945, unit was in route from Marseilles, 

France bound for Manila, Philippines on the HS Japan.

4. Crossed the International Date Line, 31 August 1945, therefore no 

Morning Report was submitted for 1 September 1945.

5.   6 September 1945.  Crossed the Equator coordinates 157 degrees East.  Initiation ceremonies were held aboard ship.

6.   8 September 1945.  Docked at Hellandia, New Guinea.  Approximately 505 of company personnel disembarked for three hours.

7. 13 September 1945.  Arrived Biak Island.  Lay in harbor 24 hours.

8. 18 September 1945.  Arrived at Manila Bay.

9.   20 September 1945.  Unit disembarked at Manila, P.I. at 1100 hours and proceeded to ASAF Cemetery #2 set up bivouac area.

         10.   28 September 1945.  Organization TAT unloaded from HS Japan and taken to company area.
