1.   On 1 December 1945 the 2nd and 4th Platoons composed of eight EM and one officer returned from temporary duty at Cabanatuan, P.I.   These Platoons were relieved by one platoon of the 111 QM Graves Registration Company.


2.   The 1st platoon remained at Caboaban and at the close of the month consisted of twelve men and one officer.

3.   During the entire month bivouac areas at both Caboaban and Bamban were improved.  The latter area was enclosed with barbed wire fence adding both to its appearance and to the security of the property.

4.   Operational activities consisted of disinterment of bodies buried at Camp O’Donnel Cemetery #1 on 3 December and at Caboaban Cemetery on 22 December.  No burials were made during the month.

5. During the month 44 EM were transferred to Replacement Depots for return to the United Stated.
