I am currently trying to get the records pertaining to authorized awards for the 609 Quartermaster Graves Registration Company brought up to date.  I am in the process of recommending the unit to be designated A Distinguished Unit of the Quartermaster Regiment and, need a copy of General Order 134,  Paragraph IV “AWARD OF THE MERITORIOUS SEVICE UNIT PLAQUE,” (Meritorious Unit Commendation) Headquarters Third United States Army, APO 403,  dated 7 June 1945.  This General Order authorized the Award, but it was not noted in the Unit’s Historical Records.  


One simple answer could be, that because the unit had been transferred out of the Third US Army and was processing for shipment from Europe to the South West Pacific Command; no one took the initiative to forward the order and, after the passing of time it was lost in the shuffle.
