I, George A. Hebenstreit, served as a Combat Newsreel Camer-
man, Specialist No. 043, as:ithe Post Photographer, Fort Hancock,
New Jersey.
I went overseas early in 1943 to England, with the 510th Signal Ser-
vice Unit, assigned to the 165 Signal Photo Company and then to the
3908 Signal Service Battalion. From there I was attached to the
165 Infantry at the U.S. Assault Center, ILFramcom, England, part-
aking in Infantry Courses, training every day, until I was sent to
the Pre Invasion area 101st A.B. division. I was doing Pre-invasion
footage , then went by @Glider to France, June 6, 1944.
My second invasion was with the 82nd Air Born Division as a
Paratrooper to Groogbeek, Holland. I was wounded in action during
a Fire Fight near the Nijmegen bridge. I spent (3) weeks in the
2nd British General Hospital, Brussells, Belgium.
Entered service Feb. 1941. Discharged Sert., 1945,
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
