During the period 7 June 1944 to 8 November 1944, the 603
QM GR CO buried 12,265 US, 121 Allied, and 8,006 German
deceased Military Personnel. The area traversed was with the VII
US Corps from the shores of Normandy, France to Henri Chapelle,

~ Belgium on the German border. The Unit opened 10 Military
Cemeteries containing both US and Enemy deceased Military
Personnel.

During the period 9 November 1944 until 1 February 1945,
the number of deceased soldiers handled by the 603 QM GR CO is
unknown. This period covers the Huertgen Forest, the Bulge, and
back to the Huertgen Forest. The 603 was operating collecting
points for Two Corps, many divisions, independent Regimental
Combat Teams, and Brigades. During this period the company
was so scattered, and movement so rapid that most of the men at
the collecting points did not know where Company Headquarters
was located.

During the period 1 February 1945 to | May 1945, the 603
QM GR €O evacuated, through collecting points: 3,457 US, 30
Allied, and 1,465 German deceased soldiers.

Known deceased handled, during World War II, by the 603
QM GR CO were: 15.722 US, 152 Allied, and 9.471 German
Military Personnel, totaling 25,345 Military Personnel.

The 603 QM GR CO processed the lowest percentage of
Unknowns of all Graves Registration Units that operated
cemeteries in Europe during World War I1.
