Remembering the Battle of the Bulge, I remember the snow, mud and ice --- and the cold.  I do not remember being so cold in my life, even to this day.

I had Harmon, Wishart and some other men with me when we came upon a group of 24 dead US soldiers; all of the deceased had been shot in the stomach, beaten severely, the cuts and bruises were plainly visible, and several had their eyes gouged out, a terrible sight to view, even after being in Combat Graves Registration situations since the Normandy Landing.  The deceased who had their eyes gouged out were wearing a Star of David around their neck, along with their dog tags.

Upon returning to the Company Area, I reported the incident to Captain Rennie.  I was told to put the facts of the incident in writing, as I did, Capt. Rennie forwarded the report to higher headquarters.

It was shortly after this incident that our convoy was bombed and Harmon and Valerian were killed and 22 others wounded.  1st Sgt. Maloney tried to help Harmon, but he was killed instantly, with a bomb fragment taking off part of his skull. 
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
