The Church at Ste Mere Eglise, Normandy, France





	Located in the first town to be liberated in Europe during the Invasion of Normandy, France.  Ste Mere Eglise was liberated during the early hours of 6 June 1944, by the Third Battalion of the 505th Parachute Infantry Regiment, 82nd Airborne Division, Commanded by Lt. Col. Edward Krause.  The town was liberated even before the beach landings started.


	Notice the Trooper, John Steele, whose parachute is inpaled on the church spire. Despite having been shot while hanging there during the batle in the streets and church yard below, he lived to tell the chilling tale.
