1. Pursuant to parlance with officials of the Prefectura of the Province of Palermo, the undersigned acting in behalf of Col. George A. King, Commanding Officer of said organization, declares and stipulates that the grounds currently used as a cemetery for Allied military deceased, which land is located at Contrada Cordillo in Palermo, belonging to Count Gabrielle Amari, will not be utilized as a cemetery by this command for a great length of time.

32. Therefore, it is the intention of subject Command to relinquish cemetery grounds upon completion of Searching and Recovery Operation in Sicily.  Moreover, said remains will be transferred elsewhere in a few months.

33. It is understood that the use of these grounds will be temporary entailing no expense whatever to the Government of the United States of America.
