The United States Armed Forces personnel assigned to the 603d Quartermaster Graves Registration Company distinguished themselves through the performance of exceptionally meritorious service from, 24 April 1944 to 30 September 1944, with the US VII Corps from D-Day, the Beach Head in Normandy, France, to the Hurtgen Forest, Germany. The 603d Quartermaster Graves Registration Company opened a total of ten cemeteries, eight US Military Cemeteries containing both US and enemy deceased, one for US deceased only and one US German Military Cemetery for German deceased only. The 603d Quartermaster Graves Registration Company not only established ten US Military Cemeteries, they also operated graves registration collecting points for the many  Divisions, Independent Regimental Combat Teams, and Brigades while attached to the US VII Corps. The 603d Quartermaster Graves Registration Company processed the lowest percentage of Unknowns of all Graves Registration Units that operated cemeteries in Europe during World War 1I.
