· SGT LEGG, WITH THE 4th PLATOON OF THE 603rd QM GRAVES REGISTRATION CO, WAS ATTACHED TO THE 82nd AIRBORNE DIVISION AND LANDED VIA GLIDER ON D-DAY AND OPENED THE 82D ABN DIV CEMETERY AT BLOSVILLE, FRANCE ON D+ 1

· SGT BUTTE, WITH THE 3rd  PLATOON OF THE 603rd  WAS ATTACHED TO THE 90TH INFANTRY DIVISION, LANDED IN NORMANDY OVER THE BEACH ON D+2 AND OPENED THE 90TH DIV CEMETERY ON D+3

· BOTH SUBSEQUENTLY WENT TO JUMP SCHOOL AND SERVED WITH THE 82D AIRBORNE DIVISION IN THE MID 60’S

· BOTH COMMANDED BATTALIONS AT THE TIME OF THE 1965 DOMINICAN REPUBLIC OPERATION

· COL LEGG COMMANDED THE LEAD BATTALION FOR THE LANDING (1ST BN, 505TH PARACHUTE INFANTRY REGT) HE WAS IN THE LEAD AIRCRAFT

· LTC BUTTE COMMANDED THE 407TH S & T BN AND WAS THE O.I.C. OF THE OUTLOADING OPERATION OF THE DIVISION AT POPE AFB.  HE WAS ABOARD THE LAST AIRCRAFT TO DEPART POPE AFB.

· LTC BUTTE RETIRED IN 1967, AND COL LEGG RETIRED IN 1970 . . . BOTH HAVING SERVED LONG AND PRODUCTIVE CAREERS IN THE UNITED STATES ARMY
