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I commanded my company from the time it was activated in the States. We landed in France on 13 August and left at once on our dash across France. Our first engagement was just west of CHARTRES. We got into town the first day of the attack, along with C company of the 23rd Arm'd Inf Bn. We stayed all that night and the whole of the next day - under very heavy fire. move. We were really unable to move. At night we were withdrawn and attached to the 38th Arm'd Inf Bn. who were to go round to the east of the town and make an all out attack from that side. Meanwhile the enemy was infiltrating reinforcements into the town.


We proceeded east to the town of LEVES, where my company received its first casualties. We had way to fight our way through to get out on the east side of CHARTRES where we were supposed to start our attack. When we got there, my unit was placed in reserve.


After Chartres fell, we were placed in the lead of CCR as we dashed to MELUN. During this trip, we were 'shot' by the photographers. We had been selected because of our fine previous work. On 26th August, at MELUN, we were highly commended, and 9 Silver Star awards were made to my company.


East of MELUN, as we advanced, we saw 2 of the enemy leaving a town ahead of us on bicycles. We changed our plan at once, sending one platoon to attack from the right, and one from the left. We killed 40 and captured 62 Germans
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in this engagement. Had we not flanked them they probably would have escaped as a group.


After we got to Holland, my unit was assigned the mission of providing, a reconnaissance screen over a 15 mile front. We were very thinly spread. On 27 October they attacked 4 places on our line simultaneously, using 200 men at each point. We were so thinly spread and got so little support that I lost 5 tanks and 16 men that morning. I was going back to report the situation, and get help when I discovered a sniper in a haystack. I blew him out with a 75 mm from my tank. But it was my last kill. I was wounded as soon as I got back to my unit.
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
