The highest possible standard must be required of the non-commissioned officers of this Division and they must be trained in the duties of the next higher grade. Non-commissioned officers who are lacking in leadership, go absent without leave, incapacitate themselves for duty because of over-indulgence in liquor or by contracting venereal diseases cannot be considered up to the required standard of efficiency and should be reduced to the grade of private and the vacancies filled by more competent men.
