This breakdown is for corps information; Army report to be submitted each Sunday, to Corps Head-quarters, the number by type of awards and decorations made during the week.


Corps Collecting Point for the dead was moved to B. DeLaGatine. 556th Heavy Maintenance (Tank) Company attached.


On recommendation of the Division Surgeon, it was decided to place Division Surgeon Section with Train Hq in order to expedite collection of admission and disposition reports from medical collecting stations. Division Surgeon himself will remain with Fwd Ech.


One Red Cross Field Agent was placed with each Combat Command Hq and the remaining two with Train Hq, in order that they might distribute supplies to the men.


AG reported that Division mail was still at Base Postoffice, with Division Postal Officer making every effort to have it brought forward.


Division Commanding General and the Division G-1, in an armored car, encountered and destroyed German halftrack.
