Division Finance Officer requested instructions on manner of payment of the next Division payroll in light of the large sums turned back from the August payroll. He was instructed to again have prepared complete payrolls to be held until payment could be made. This decision was made in or order to reduce to an absolute minimum the work required to be done by personnel of the battalions. The following report made to the Commanding General on awards that had been approved by him as of 2400, 10 September: Distinguished Service Cross - 4, Silver Star - 56, Bronze Star - 89, Certificate of Merit - l. Weekly G-1 report was prepared and submitted to Army and Corps. The weekly reports received from the units appeared to be accurate and showed the effective strength of the Division to be almost 700 less than T/O strength. The Division G-1 visited Corps G-1 in an effort to secure faster flow of replacements. Corps G-1 promised to urge to push replacements up with all possible speed. The Division Classification Officer reported that the shipment of 155 replacements received by the Division today almost depleted the Replacement Battalion servicing the Division. Col Molony, Lt Col Allison, Lt Col Keeler, and Maj Lauer were wounded. New instructions from Army Hq required that the daily G-1 report show as one figure the effective strength of the Division and a separate figure the total effective strength of all the attached units, and two additional figures showing, respectively, cumulative missing figures and cumulative known captured figures.

Division Special Service Officer reported that a show, by Special Service Personnel, was making the rounds of Evacuation Hospitals, under the supervision of Captain VanWinkle. The Division Civil Affairs Officer, Maj Thomson, brought in and introduced the Sous-Prefect of Moselle and the Captain of Gendarmes; it was decided, with the concurrence of G-2, to place the Gendarmes in small towns throughout the Division area with three to remain at the Division CP to aid in the control of Civilian refugees and displaced persons. A request was made, through channels, for authority to have Captain Goldryn, French Liaison Officer working with Civil Affairs, accompany the Division into Germany. Maj Thomson was high in his praise of this officer's work and believed that with his knowledge of English, German, French and Russian languages, he would be of even greater value in Germany. Lt. Col. Adams was transferred to and placed in command of Reserve Command. Lt. Col. Strieter reported as attached unassigned to the Division and was attached to Hq Reserve Command. Col. Ryan reported as attached unassigned and was attached to Hq Div Trains as Trains Commander. Lt. Col. Fuller reported as attached unassigned and was attached to the 23rd Armd Inf Bn as Bn Commander. Lt. Col. Rosebro was transferred to 38th Armd Inf Bn and placed in command.

Lt. Col. Fuller was placed in command of the 38th Armd Inf Bn, with Lt. Col. Rhea as Executive Officer. Advised by the Division Special Service Officer that the Bing Crosby show could be obtained for the Division on either Sunday or Monday, 24 or 25 September; offer was necessarily declined due to the tactical situation. An offer of a USO show, SWING TIME, however, for a period of approximately one week was accepted; this show will be presented by Special Service Officer in the rear areas wherever practicable.

Location: Eysden

An S-1 Meeting was held at which the following matters involving changes necessitated by change of Division assignment were explained and discussed. Daily S-1 reports must be delivered to G-1 by 2100. Weekly S-1 report will be composed by battalion, showing all battalion personnel effective for duty no matter where serving. Weekly reports must be submitted to G-1 by 1800, Saturday. Since prisoners of war are evacuated by army from a Division Collecting Point, Division Trains Commander will establish and operate a PW Collecting Point in the Trains Area. Units will evacuate to Combat Command MP teams as heretofor. Division is now required to evacuate the dead to the cemetery, which is at present located near Tongres, Belgium. Units will evacuate to nearest Division Medical Clearing Station. Trains Commander is responsible for evacuation from clearing stations to cemetery. Search of the battle field for the dead was stressed and being of great importance. S-1's were required to submit to G-1, names and SN's of all personnel previously dropped from the rolls who had returned directly to the units without reporting to either G-1 or Class Off. A General and Special Staff meeting was held by the Chief of Staff to discuss and stress the importance of proper staff coordination. Chiefs of staff sections were required to submit not later than 5 October a certificate testifying that they had read FM 101-5 in its entirety. 1st Lt Petersen left G-1 Section to resume duty at the AG Section. In order to equalize surplus personnel in the Infantry Battalions, 100 of the new replacements in the 38th Armd Inf Bn were transferred to the 48th Armd Inf Bn.
