III.  GENERAL

The British report that what is left af
 the 107 Pz Brig is still a good fighting outfit although they are very short of equipment. They also report that the 88's encountered in this area have been neutralized by HE fire very quickly, the crews having been trained for AA only are not trained for ground combat. It is further reported that the enemy in this area have and use numerous bazookas. The enemy is very persistent in sticking to his foxhole and then using his bazooka when the tanks pass close by.
