The 7th Armd Div continues with present mission.
1.  CCA:  Holding assigned sector. At 0530, B/38 moved E, C/38 to extend front. B/38 Adv Vic 663043 at 0845. Received Arty fire at this Posn at 0950. At 1140, Arty fire Vic 616040. At 1145, B/38 Vic 634040 receiving intermittent Arty fire and MG fire. At 1435, A/38 moved out to establish contact with B/38 at 634040; C/38 at 620028.

2.  CCB:  Assembled in area S WEERT (585970). Relief to be completed 1800 by 158 Brig. At 1515, 48 AIB established Ln with CCR and alerted for movement.

3.  CCR:  Continued strong outposts in assigned sector. At 0800, intermittent Arty fire in sector. CP moved in school at 590983. At 1342 Arty fire received Vic 616027. At 1343, small arms fire received from the left front of Posn located 617010. Rptd that civilians are evacuating W side of canal (C/87 area).

OPERATIONS FOR 2 NOV 44: Be prepared to execute 2nd priority mission to the S upon Corps order.

TO        :  Commanding General, 7th Armored Division.

             (Through:  Chief of Staff, 7th Armored Division).

Division moved to Atk with one (1) Combat Command reinforced to seize the N bank of CANAL DU NORD.

1.  CCR:  Replaced reconnaissance units on the outposting line of the canal with Elms of 23 AIB and moved the 87 Cav Rcn Sq to an assembly area 530039. Planned interdictory and Btry concentraion were fired by Div Arty during night 1-2 Nov 44.

2.  CCB:  Closed into concentration area as Div Res less the 434 AFA Bn which was placed in position by Div Arty.

3.  CCA:  Moved into the Atk from front line of TF NELSON in the following order: TF BROWN at 1110; TF FULLER at 1117. TF BROWN composed on one Co of the 48 AIB, the 40 Tk Bn minus A and C Cos, plus one Plat of TD's and one Plat Engrs was on the left. TF FULLER composed of two Cos of the 38 AIB, one Co each of Med and Lt Tks of the 40 Tk Bn, plus one Plat of TD's and on Plat of Engrs was on the right. TF BROWN was delayed in advance due to time required for the removal of mines and the clearing of lanes through a minefield to his front. TF FULLER's advance slowed by cross fires received from the Vic of HORIK in addition to endeavoring to maintain a straight line with TF BROWN. Last Rptd CCA Adv was on the line 617022-624022-630025-640034. Ldg Elms CCA 618018-630023 at 1830.

4.  Air Opns:  Air mission called for on the KREIJEL - OPSEL Rd. Results Rptd to be successful by the Air Support Officer.

1.  7th Armd Div continued mission of seizing N bank of CANAL DU NORD and clearing En from Div Z.

a.  CCA:  The Atk launched by TF FULLER and TF BROWN jumped off at 0650. All of TF FULLER had crossed road between BOSSERSTRAAT (615015)
 and HORIK (635025) in Z by 0715. By 0830 TF FULLER was 300 yds S of proposed Br site (617023). TF BROWN passed through HORIK and was closing in on OSPEL, receiving AT fire from S, at 0950. TF FULLER and TF BROWN line at 1000 was along 627012 - 646024. The First Obj (620996 - 645007) on the canal was reached at 1230. Regrouping for the Atk E took place at KREIJEL (630008) and WAATSKAMP (644015). TF FULLER moved out to Atk E and crossed the LD (639035 - 634020) at 1505. TF BROWN crossed the LD in the Atk E at 1550. By 1720 TF BROWN had moved forward to LD plus 800 yds and TF FULLER had moved forward to LD plus 300 yds. The construction of the Br at 617023 was started at 1130 and completed at 1615.

b.  CCB:  Continued present mission. B/33 Engr Bn Rlvd from CCB and Atchd CCR.

c.  CCR:  Continued present mission. B/33 Engr Bn Atchd. Progress of the Atk by CCA was Rptd from Trs CCR W of the canal throughout the day. B/33 Engr Bn started Rlvg 23 AIB at 1445 establishing outposts as follows: JUG (Vic 618995) consisting of B/33 Engr Bn minus one reinforced Squad; TICKET (Vic 618001) consisting of one Squad, B/33 Engr Bn reinforced. Patrols are to operate from Vic 617020 down to TICKET and from JUG SW along the canal. These patrols are made up of two (2) 1/4-Ton trucks and twelce 912) EM, 17 Tk Bn, each. the 23 AIB was preparing to move to assembly area Vic 562995 at 1545.
d.  87 Cav Rcn Sq (Mecz):  Closed into new location at 606106 at 0940. At 1631, started movement to take over the N bank of the CANAL DU NORD secured by CCA.

1.  7th Armd Div continued mission of seizing N bank of CANAL DU NORD and clearing En from Div Z. Arty preparations were fired during the night and during the Atk.

a.  CCA:  Atk of TF FULLER and TF BROWN jumped off at 0645. At 0910, TF BROWN and TF FULLER were abreast on line 665016 - 655043 and were still moving. Some mines were being encountered. At 0930, the front lines were located 673021 - 660046. At 1110, TF FULLER was moving on Obj Vic 675060; TF BROWN on line 677023 - 665044. Rcn/814 made contact with TF FULLER Vic 670049 at 1130. At 1230, TF FULLER was on Obj (on 68 grid line) and TF Brown on line 682022 - 668043. Rcn/814 was in contact with Left flank TF FULLER at this time. TF FULLER receiving some Arty fire from E and S. Rcn/814 Left flank in contact with British Rcn on the road 671081 - 668085. At 1410, TF FULLER organizing on Obj and TF BROWN making slow progress.

b.  CCB:  Continues present mission - Div Res. 17 Tk Bn (minus D and AG) Atchd at 1230. Detached from CCR.

c.  CCR:  At 1230, assumed mission of 87 Cav Rcn Sq in Z in addition to present mission. 23 AIB, 87 Cav Rcn Sq, C/33, B/814, AG/17 and D/17 Atch to CCR. At 1510, CCR furnished some of C/33, approximately one Plat, to clear mines in N sector of Div Z.
d.  87 Cav Rcn Sq (Mecz):  Assumed security of CANAL DU NOORD progressing on N bank as it was cleared of En by CCA. At 1230, Atchd to CCR.

1.  7th Armd Div continued the mission of seizing N bank of CANAL DU NORD.

a.  CCA:  Continued to consolidate gains and improve Posns for the Atk on div O. At 9739 TF FULLER began clearing mines in area so as to facilitate Atk to SE. TF BROWN was pinned down by MG and AT fire from S of CANAL DU NORD. At 0950 TF FULLER's left flank (B/38) contacted Rcn/814. At 1145 TF FULLER on line 670062 - 673061 - 671044, encountering MG fire, AT and AP mines. TF BROWN no change in lines. 48th AIB Rlvd and 23 AIB Atchd as of 2000.
b.  CCB:  Remained in Div Res.

c.  CCR:  Continued mission of assuming security CANAL DU NORD progressively as N bank of canal is cleared of En by CCA. Moved CP at 1500 Vic 609019. Contacted CCA to effect relief 48 AIB by 23 AIB.
