General Orders of the 7th Armored Division - 1943
The original documents, from which the copies were made for this transcription, are at the National Archives, in the Adjutant General's Records (Record Group 407), with 7th Armored Division General Orders for 1942-1944 in Box 15547 and those for 1945 in Box 15548. This transcription was made by Wesley Johnston, son of Walter Johnston, Company “B” of 38th Armored Infantry Battalion.

There are almost certainly transcription errors. So if you believe you have found an error, please contact Wesley Johnston (wwjohnston@aol.com) about it, in order to compare it to the image of the original document.
Keep in mind that General Orders were numbered starting from #1 on the first day of each year. So when referring to a General Order, it is always necessary to know not only the number of the General Order but also the year, in order to uniquely identify which General Order is meant. In 1943, the General Orders ranged from #1 to #57. However, between #6 and #7, two General Orders numbered A1 and A2 were issued. Thus there were actually 59 General Orders issued during the year.
The following table briefly summarizes all of the 1943 General Orders. It does not contain all of the names mentioned in the General Orders.

1. Rigid precautions will be instituted at once to safeguard arms and ammunition in the hands of troops.
2. Arms.


a. Removable vehicular and crew operated weapons, when not in use will be kept locked in arms rooms provided at motor parks.

b. Vehicular weapons on tanks which are capable of being locked inside the tanks till be so secured.


c. Suitable guards will be posted to insure safety of weapons.


d. Individual weapons will be issued by SERIAL NUMBER to individual soldiers. They will be kept under lock and key when not in use.


e. When arms racks ere not available (no additional can be drawn) one of the NCO rooms in barracks or other suitable building will be prepared as an armory and individual weapons stored therein when not in use.


f. All weapons; individual, crew, and vehicular will be checked in and out by serial number daily whether for training with the weapons of for cleaning when the weapons are not used for training.


g. Any shortage will be reported to this headquarters immediately upon discovery.

3. Ammunition.


a. Small arm ammunition will be drawn in only sufficient quantities to meet the demand for one week's firing.


b. Only that amount estimated for the day or other period of continuous firing will be taken to the range or other training areas.


c. Other types of ammunition or grenades will be drawn in the late afternoon for the next day's use only and will be stored outside the building. 
4.
a. Before any unit leaves the target range or any training area where ball ammunition has been fired, the unit will be caused to "fall in" and be inspected by an officer to insure that no ball ammunition remains in the hands of the enlisted men.


b. Frequent searches without prior warning will be made of barracks including trunks, lockers, and personnel to insure compliance with the above directive.
