General Orders of the 7th Armored Division - 1944

Pre-Combat (GO #1-33)
The original documents, from which the copies were made for this transcription, are at the National Archives, in the Adjutant General's Records (Record Group 407), with 7th Armored Division General Orders for 1942-1944 in Box 15547 and those for 1945 in Box 15548. This transcription was made by Wesley Johnston, son of Walter Johnston, Company “B” of 38th Armored Infantry Battalion.
There are almost certainly transcription errors. So if you believe you have found an error, please contact Wesley Johnston (wwjohnston@aol.com) about it, in order to compare it to the image of the original document.

Keep in mind that General Orders were numbered starting from #1 on the first day of each year. So when referring to a General Order, it is always necessary to know not only the number of the General Order but also the year, in order to uniquely identify which General Order is meant.
In 1944, the General Orders ranged from #1 to #136, with the locations broken down as follows:

· GO #1-20 - United States (all with location Fort Benning, Georgia)
· GO #21-33 - England

· GO #34 - 136 - Combat in Europe
The General Orders during combat are documented separately. These General Orders can be found in the 7th Armored Division Document Repository web site sections for September-December 1944. (There were no combat General Orders issued in August 1944, although there were pre-combat GO's in August 1944.)
The following tables briefly summarizes the 1944 General Orders included in this transcription. It does not contain all of the names mentioned in the General Orders. Note that there is a date sequence break at GO #21, which comes after the dates of GO #22 and 23 (which were renumbered from 27 and 28; it is not known what led to this renumbering) and #24.
Since some of the General Orders refer to elements of the Division by code name (e.g. "Woody"), an Appendix contains the 7th Armored Division code names that I have thus far been able to identify.

It is believed that conditions found in the units inspected represent a cross-section of the status of maintenance throughout the Division.

This report is gratifying to the Commanding General who realizes that it is the result of effort and cooperation by all concerned in carrying out daily the Division Maintenance Policy.

The standard obtained is high. This high standard must be maintained. Continued cooperation and determined effort, and compliance with the Division Policy, is enjoined upon all concerned.

Division spot-check teams will continue to operate, and unit commanders may operate such additional teams as they desire. Shop procedure will continue to have command supervision; judicious supervision and use of spare parts will continue to be a command function in all echelons. Driver training and examination must be continuous. First and second echelon maintenance are primary requisites for superior maintenance.

Beginning Monday, 31 January 1944, the extra parks period prescribed by Administrative Memorandum No. 3, this headquarters, c.s., for vehicles found deficient during the preceding week will continue with the following modification:



The deficient vehicle with driver and assistant driver (or in case of crew operated vehicle, the entire crew) will be required to stand extra parks under the supervision of the company motor officer, company commander, battalion commander and such additional personnel as the company or commander may require.

Any noticeable decline in the maintenance standard reflected by spot check inspections will cause a revocation of the above sub-paragraph and immediate reestablishment of "extra parks" for the entire organization concerned.
