Colonel Andrew J. Adams (Army Serial Number 018579), General Staff Corps, United States Army, for distinguishing himself in connection with military operations against an enemy of the United States from 10 August 1944 to 15 October 1944, in France, Belgium and Holland. As Chief of Staff during the lightning drive through France and the bitterly fought battles in Holland, Col. Adams' great courage and military ability were of inestimable value to the Division in forging one of the most brilliant records of the war. He repeatedly moved to the most forward positions to supervise the operations of our infantry tank artillery combat teams despite the danger of death from enemy fire. His brilliant action in the most hazardous situations many times made possible victory with minimum casualties to our forces. Col. Adams' outstanding skill in the performance of duty reflects great credit upon himself and is in keeping with the highest traditions of the Armed Forces. (Award of Bronze Star medal)

First Lieutenant Denniston Averill (Army Serial Number 01012562), Infantry, Headquarters Company, 7th Armored Division Trains, United States Army, for distinguishing himself by heroic service in connection with military operations against an enemy of the United States on 28 August 1944, in the area of Provins, France. Because of the activity of enemy snipers in the area, it was found advisable to evacuate the water point from Provins and reestablish it in the vicinity of Chenoise. While commanding a reconnaissance platoon, 1st Lt. Averill undertook to relocate the water point, a source of supply for 2000 men of the command. In the course of the movement, the large vehicle carrying the water point apparatus drew fire from automatic weapons concealed in a wooded area at the side of the road. 1st Lt. Averill dropped back to investigate and passing through the fire, ordered the heavier vehicle to continue on its way while he engaged the enemy alone with a light machine gun mounted on his one-quarter ton truck. 1st Lt. Averill's prompt and courageous action reflects great credit upon himself. (Award of Bronze Star Medal)
