Company History
    Company B was activated, as one of four companies of the Maintenance Battalion with the 7th Armd. Div. on March 1, 1942. After activation the company functioned with the Battalion, in primary training, until Sept. 1, 1942. The Company played an important roll in the Battalion Maintenance duties until time for participation in the 4th Corps Louisiana Maneuvers. The company moved into the field Sept. 14, 1942 and maneuvered through Louisiana and Texas, carrying a heavy maintenance load, until Nov. 8th, 1942. After maneuvers the Bn. moved back into North Camp Polk, where Company B received a second phase of training. This 2nd training phase was conducted to correct errors on experience gained on maneuvers.  This training lasted until Feb. 27/43, when company B boarded the train with the Bn. and moved to the California Desert.

   The company was given intensive training in camouflage, maintenance and desert warfare, at Camp Coxcomb, the desert home of the 7th Armd. Div. Company B moved out of camp with
 the rest of the Div. for III Corps Desert Maneuvers which lasted from March 3/43 to Aug. 11/43. It was during this time that the real test of the men of the company came. With temperature ranging from 60o at night to 145o during the day, the big Maint. problem before the Bn. was handled with very little complaint. The training learned there will never be forgotten by any man.

   On Aug. 12/43 the Bn. left the DTC and the rattle snakes, scorpions and boarded the train for Fort Benning, Ga.

   On Sept. 20/43 the Bn. was redesignated as 129th Ord. Maint. Bn., 7th AD, (the new T.O. had finally arrived.)

   On Nov. 18/43 the company moved to the field, on the post to suffer the required month of discomfort for toughening up purposes. 

   A very good meal was served to the company on Nov. 25/43 in the field. The company moved back to garrison Dec. 15/43.

   We hope to have a very Merry Xmas and a Happy New Year again, this year and will take as a Xmas present, the scalp of two undesirable characters, Hitler and Hirohito.
