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Charles “Pat” Barry as wounded October 29, 1944 between Asten and Meijel in the Netherlands. He and the rest of B/48 went into the line on October 27 to defend against the German attack. They and A/48 made an attack to try to retake Meijel, but they were stopped just northwest of the city. Pat has worked with Wilco Krul, with some assistance from Wesley Johnston. Niek Hendrix has also sought to find the white house by which Pat was wounded. The following is a listing of all of the maps (including aerial photos and overlays) and audio files that the four of us have brought together in this search.
The following begins with the text (with some modifications) of what I sent to the other three as I began numbering the maps and associating the audio with them.

Prior Research and the 2007 Reunion Discussion

At the 2005 Reunion, Pat and I sat down and talked about the white house where he was wounded. I made a hand-drawn map of what he was describing. Wilco, who lives in Eindhoven, sought to find the place where Pat was wounded. He did find an aerial photo of the immediate area. Niek Hendrix, who lives in Ospel, also sought to find the white house along the Asten-Meijel road.

At the 2007 Reunion, on Friday, September 28, 2007, Pat and Niek and I made further efforts to identify just where it was that Pat was hit on 29 October 1944. The details are just below, and I also then began (on October 4) to organize the maps, which I began sending out.

The bottom line of the September 28, 2007 discussions is that we believe that we have identified (a) the area where Pat was first at near Meijel and (b) the area where he was hit and (c) Niek and Wilco will visit the area together and speak with local people to try to find out about the house, which is apparently now gone.

So here was the progression of our research on September 28, 2007. All references to map numbers were created on or after October 4, so that they were NOT used in our discussion.
1. Wes and Pat used GoogleEarth, the WWII grid map (CB-02) and the aerial photo that Wilco found (CB-06) to identify where Pat was initially at near Meijel and also to identify the roads leading from that place to where those roads intersected with the Asten-Meijel (which I will henceforth abbreviate as A-M and which is formally known as the Meijelseweg) road. Pat recalls that the road came right out onto the A-M road. A key marked-up grid map was the one (CB-02) showing the 3-digit coordinates of the point at which the German attack was stopped on the A-M road. There are two roads that were candidates for the road that comes west out of Pat’s original position and then north and then intersect the A-M road: Tureluurweg (closest of the two to Meijel) and what is now Peelweg-Buizerdweg. A key finding was that the current N279 that goes east of Asten was not the road that was there at the time. From the Peelweg-Buizerdweg junction with the A-M road, the Meijelseweg follows the old road that was there at the time. In fact, the entire junction where this now splits has been overhauled into a significantly different configuration than it had in 1944, and that must have required destruction of anything that is now on the site of that junction since the N279 splits there making it even wider than normal.

2. Niek then presented what he had found in talking to local people about white houses along the Asten-Meijel road. There was a white house on the south side of the road at Tureluurweg, and the family de Hart had given Niek a photo of it, since it is no longer there. Pat said that the white house in the photo had separate roofs and that the house by which he was wounded had a single roof. So the house in the photo was definitely not the house where Pat was hit. As he continued to think about the roads that went from (a) to (b), he really thought that he must have gone across the fields from the road that is now by the A-M/Tureluurweg intersection to the road that is now Peelweg and then onto the A-M road. He also said that the house that Niek had found was on the wrong side of the A-M road to be the house he was at; the house he was at was on the north side of the A-M road. Niek told us that the current Meijelsewg south of the overhauled intersection at Peelweg-Buizerdweg was the road that was there in WWII. The N279, which now runs from east of Asten and is parallel to the Meijelseweg from the Buizerdweg intersection south to Meijel, was not there in WWII. We should only focus on the Meijelseweg – which is about 10 meters north of the N279 – and not on the N279. On GoogleEarth, the N279 appears as a yellow line, with the white Meijelseweg just north of it.

 The Maps and Audio Files

On October 4, 2007, after returning home from the Reunion, I made it my top priority to organize and consolidate what we had found in our discussion and map research. I began numbering the maps (which is a term that I used to include the aerial photos and map overlays and hand-drawn maps and the grid map used for coordinate references during the battle.). I also tied these in with the three audio recordings that I made on September 28, 2007 of the discussions.

CB-01 (2005 Reunion Map)
CB-01 is the hand-drawn map that I drew while talking with Pat at the 2005 Reunion in Washington, DC (actually the hotel was in Arlington, VA). I showed this map to Pat again at the 2007 Reunion last week, and he noted that I had gotten the relative placement of the house and shed reversed. So I have made a notation of that in the lower right corner of the map.
CB-02 (Marked-up Grid Map)

I actually created map CB-02 before the 2005 Reunion. I created it in August 2005 by plotting the coordinates that I found in Robert E. Merriam’s “Battle of Canals” narrative (and possibly some other records) onto the grid map that was included with Merriam’s narrative. I am pretty sure that the grid lines are one mile apart, but I am not certain of that.

The two most important points for Pat are the dot at 69-07 and the FINAL STOP location at 669-096.

69-07 – PAT’S POINT A
Since 69-07 is only a 2-digit coordinate, you cannot tell precisely where they were. (When I numbered this map, I had not looked this up in the Merriam narrative yet to see who “they” are who were at 69-07, but I thought that it was probably Pat and the rest of B/48 – perhaps including A/48 on the other side of the A-M road. I did later look this up, and the new information about it is included with map CB-08 below.) They could have been anywhere within a half mile of the point shown. But, using the GoogleEarth images, Pat was able to tell that he was by the woods that is shown next to the Asten-Meijel road and between the A-M road and the single-line road that runs west from its junction with the A-M road and the Meijel-Ospel road (the one that leads SW out of the junction). I have added an arrow and “B/48 by Woods” to the map to show this. If I understood correctly, Pat said that they had their backs to Meijel and the woods.

 669-096 – NEAR PAT’S POINT B

The point where the yellow line crosses the A-M road is 669-096. The Buizerdweg (Buzzard Way) is the road that crosses the A-M road just to the left of the yellow line. That intersection has been radically over-hauled since the war. The most likely place for the house that Pat was at is between Buizerdweg and the yellow line, on the north side of the A-M road. So it is most likely that the house is no longer there, since that area was torn up in the road reconfiguration, which we will see in the GoogleEarth images below.

CB-03a (Pat’s first 2007 Reunion Map) and Audio 2007-09-28a

Pat drew his own map during the initial discussion that he and I had at the Reunion. Then he re-drew it in a better form. So the original is CB-03a and the enhanced map is CB-03b.

The sound recording “Charles Barry-48B-2007-09-28a.WMA” is a discussion that we had using map CB-03a. It is 9:38 in length. The recording stops abruptly when I shut it off to look for the map with the point where the Germans were stopped (what is now map CB-02, though I had not marked Pat’s initial position on the map at that time).

 The A and the B on the map represent A/48 and B/48 – and NOT the positions A (near Meijel) and B (wounding site) that I have used to identify the three positions (he had two positions at B) where Pat was.

 Map CB-03a starts with the routes of both A/48 and B/48 from Pat’s initial position near Meijel. The map is oriented so that the southern section of the Asten-Meijel road is the line that goes from left to right in the center of the map. So Meijel – and Pat’s initial position – are just off the map to the right. As he says on the audio, the arrows from the right pointing to the left are the route that A/48 and B/48 took to pull back from the position (that I call position A) near Meijel. While A/48 turned right at the first road. Pat shows B/48 continuing down the road and the road connecting to a road that crosses the A-M road. He recalls the swamp being on the left of the road as they moved from where they were with A/48 to the road where they were not with A/48.

 At the place where he is showing detail, the words in the upper left are “German Inf Surrendered to tanks”. At the top, to the right of those words, is an arrow with the words “2 LT TANKS AM” (2 light tanks in the AM). To the right of that, also at the top, is an arrow pointing toward a building, with the words “German Inf” at the back end of the arrow. The word “Woods” is just to the right of “German Inf”. The two parallel lines below “AM” are the initial position Pat went into at point B – call this position B1. Their backs were to the A-M road in this position. The building just south of position B1 is the house where he was wounded – call this one B2. The words “1st TNK” are here, which is what he speaks about at the start of the audio clip. There were German tanks – about 5 – in the field south of the A-M road where he has marked them with X’s and “other tank”.

 The words “Cordinates 996069 Final Stop” were something he added later, after we had looked at what is now map CB-02.

 So putting this together with map CB-02, it appears on CB-02 that at the time there was indeed a road that went from Pat’s initial position to the point where A/48 and B/48 separated. But was that the only road, or is the map just not showing very small roads? We’ll have to look at the GoogleEarth images to see if they can help answer that. If the road on CB-02 that roughly parallels the A-M road is in fact the one that they were on, then it is likely the place where the CB-02 road bends back toward the A-M road is where A/48 and B/48 split. A/48 then took up positions on the A-M road (too many A’s here!!) where Pat has the letter A north of the A-M road. The road on the CB-02 map cuts back through swamp to reach the A-M road, so that it was not at the northern edge of the swamp. But there is not swamp indicated to the left of the road, as Pat indicated (and as we will see the GoogleEarth images clearly show). So there are open questions that cannot be resolved from maps 2 and 3a alone.
CB-03b (Pat’s second 2007 Reunion Map)
Map CB-03b is the map that Pat re-drew. It is on two sheets of paper. The top one is numbered “1” in a circle.

 The top map (numbered 1) is the route from near Meijel (the position that I called A) back to where they came out on the Asten-Meijel road and went into positions there. It is similar to map CB-03B.

 The bottom map shows the detail of their positions just north of the Asten-Meijel road – the positions that I called B1 and B2. It also gives the time at which Pat was first hit at 10 AM and then the events that happened between 10 and 11 AM.
CB-04 (There is no CB-04.)
CB-05-08 and Audio 2007-09-28b
The second audio was made not long after the first one. It is Pat and I talking (length 20:37) and looking at the maps that I have number CB-02 and CB-05. We were also looking at GoogleEarth (see maps CB-18-22 below) late in that discussion.

Map CB-05 (B/814 TD overlay #5)
This is the colorful hand-drawn B/814 overlay #5 that was attached to the After Action Report of 814 TD Bn for October 1944. It contains wonderful detail about the events in the entire area. In fact, as Pat pointed out, some of the events shown were far enough from his position (position B1 and B2 in my list of Pat’s positions) that he had no knowledge of them. So the CB-05 map information must have been put together from multiple sources. It really is an astoundingly good map.

Map CB-06 (per-N279 aerial photo)
This is really not a map but the aerial photo that Wilco found. It is extremely valuable in this search, since it shows things as they were before the N279 road went in and things were rearranged at the intersection with the Buizerdweg. I have oriented it with north to the top, which makes it hard to read the annotations that Wilco added to show various places for reference. We do not know if the buildings that are shown are those that were there when Pat was there. But once we have nailed everything down from all of the other maps, this is the first step to really finding the buildings that Pat saw – which are probably not there anymore so that the GoogleEarth images will be important for finding the location today.

 Map CB-07 (map CB-05 and aerial photo overlaid)
This is the overlaying of CB-05 on top of CB-06 (without Wilco’s annotations). I made this – in two tries, with Wilco’s help in pointing out where the first try failed to get things just right.

Map CB-08 (maps CB-02 and CB-05 overlaid)
We did NOT have this map on September 28, 2007. I created it on October 6, 2007. I still had trouble with the 814 TD map in relation to the others. Somehow I could not get the scale just right. So I combined CB-05 and CB-02 to make CB-08. Though CB-08 is a bit hard to read, it really helped a great deal for me to understand the CB-05 map. Notice the green position that appears north (and thus also east) of the Asten-Meijel road in the CB-05 map which has a long arrow pointing to it that is labeled “C Co, 48 AIB Dug In Here By 0500 Including MG Platoon.” The north end of this green position is where the yellow line and X are next to the “C/48”. This is, as Pat said, down the road toward Meijel from where he was. So the only road crossing the Asten-Meijel road where Pat was positioned was the Buizerdweg. And this CB-08 seems to show that the Buizerdweg was not included on the CB-02 map – OR that the CB-02 map has some errors. I believe that the green 48 FWD command position, indicated with the green flag, was the stopping point. Thus the “Turley M-10” across the road from that may have been in position for Pat to see it.

 But this map CB-08 also seems to show information about Pat’s initial position (what I am calling A). It shows a green position south of the A-M road, with arrows pointing north, and it is labeled “A & B Cos 48 AIB Pulled Back Around 0300. M-10 Reported It Was Surrounded By German Infantry At 0830” (appears to be the M-10 of Jorgenson?). It also appears that Jorgenson was initially further south since there is a red arrow going northward up the road labeled “4 Tiger Tks Followed Joregenson By Road”. This led me (in October and not at the 2007 Reunion) to go back to the 814 TD Bn scans that I had made at the National Archives in 2005 – see below for much more on this. The bottom line to note here is that the following maps show that the green on CB-05 and thus also on CB-08 was not the initial position of B/48 but apparently the position to which they first back from their initial position.
[NOTE: I later added the following after I had re-done map CB-08 because I had not gotten it lined up right the first time.]

I finally managed to get both registration marks (the 6507 at lower left and 7008 at lower right) to approximately line up and the roads on both maps then just about lined up right too.

 The key finding is that the position shown on the CB-05 map for A & B/48 (the green position with the arrows leading away from it) is more than a mile (if the grid lines are a mile apart) north of where Pat thought his initial position was.

 This got to me to do a search in my records for where I got the 6907 point that I show as a yellow dot -- which would correspond exactly to where Pat thought he was. It turns out that I did NOT find it in Merriam’s “Battle of Canals”. I found it in the A/48 Morning Reports that Ginger Gregory sent to me back in 2005 when I made CB-02. And I have also found it in the B/48 Morning Reports that I just received a couple of months ago.

 A/48’s 27 Oct 44 “Record of Events” entry says: “8 miles SE Asten [Holland] QE 6907 / Moved out of rest billet at Asten around 0600 to take up position Se of Asten to stop major German attack NW through Meijel. Launched attack around 1530 and were stopped around 1730 and severely counter attacked.”
 28 Oct 44: “8 miles SE Asten [Holland] QE 6907 / Holding defensive position at above location. Making preparations for move back to new position 67 08. Enemy making strong attacks all along our sector with Inf and tanks. Our cas slight to medium. Vehicular losses heavy Morale poor weather cold & clear.”
 29 Oct 44: “8 miles SE Asten [Holland] QE 6907 / Continued attack on Meijel moderate casualties enemy resistance very strong weather clear morale fair.”
 B/48 for 27 Oct 44: “6 Miles SE of Asten, [Holland] QE 6907 / Moved out of rest billet at Asten around 0900 to take up positions SE of Asten to stop major German attack NE through Meijel Co B launched attack around 1800.”
 28 Oct 44: “6 Miles SE of Asten, [Holland] QE 6907 / Holding a defensive position at above location making preparations for move back to new defensive positions.”
 29 Oct 44: “6 Miles SE of Asten, [Holland] QE 6907 / Continued attack on Meijel, Holland. Moderate casualties. Enemy resistance very strong. Weather: Clear. Morale: Fair.”
Keep in mind that any place within the dashed yellow box below could be considered as being at coordinates 69-07. This is why it is a lot better to have 3-digit coordinates instead of 2-digit.
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There are two obvious problems with these:

1 - They did not remain at 6907, in spite of the 28 & 29 Oct 44 MRs showing them there. In fact, the A/48 MR of 28 Oct says that they were planning to pull back to 6708 -- which is where CB-05 shows them!!

 2 - Both companies give their location as 6907 but one says it 8 miles SE of Asten and the other 6 miles SE of Asten.

 So then I finally DID go back to Merriam’s narrative (which is on the document repository), and it is very precise:

“The enemy renews the attack to the west.

“The enemy force attacking west from Meijel joined battle with our forces moving east on the road toward Meijel. Two enemy tanks were sent down the road toward Company B of the 48th AIBn. The tanks swung off the road behind the attacking echelons of Company B, one tank on each side of the road. This maneuver cut off about two squads from each platoon. Some of these men were able to rejoin the company as it withdrew to the west, but many of them were lost. The company fell back about 1000 yards on the road, but the German tanks continued their push forward spouting fire at the withdrawing company. The support platoon of Company B had dug in on the side of the road to the rear of the advancing platoons in order to cover the approaches from the south. The remainder of the company withdrew to this position and also dug in to the right of the road. From these positions Company B was able to place considerable fire on the advancing infantry. forward observers called for heavy artillery concentrations, and the enemy advance was finally stopped. The troops were able to hold this position for the night.

“To the south Company A of the 48th AIBn proceeded to the edge of a woods south of Meijel (696069) where it also ran into heavy German tank and infantry fire. Two German tanks headed directly for the company CP and began to blast it. A runner came back to the third platoon area and very excitedly told Lt. Wells, the platoon leader, that the company commander, Lt. Allen, had been killed and the CP destroyed. The lieutenant established a perimeter defense around a small group of trees. Lt. Allen subsequently arrived at the perimeter positions, but because of wounds turned the company over to Lt. Wells. (24) The enemy tanks continued to fire, and the company was forced to move back to a house in the vicinity of 688063. (25) During the night the Germans moved around two sides of the house, and when Lt. Wells heard a large patrol on the third side, he decided to move the company back still further. One of the men who spoke German put a pistol in the ribs of a civilian and told him to lead them to the Meijel-Asten road. After wading through the swamps for most of the night, the remainder of the company arrived in the vicinity of B Company where they dug in.”
So it seems that B/48 may have been slightly closer (though not 2 miles) to Asten than was A/48 on the night of 27-28 Oct 44. And if you plot out where A/48’s 696069 was, it was just south of the Meijel-Ospel road just south of the woods where Pat thought he was (the yellow B/48 arrow on CB-02 and CB-08) – which means that Pat probably nailed the location of his initial position very well during our map-looking at the 2007 Reunion. And it also means that we need to look at the earlier B/814 maps to see where they show A/48 and B/48.

 The position 688063 of the house to which A/48 was forced to fall back was along the Ospel-Meijel road moving away from Meijel (and thus away from B/48) and toward Ospel (though still a long way east of Ospel). 688063 is just below where the road crosses the dash in the SW quadrant in the map above.
CB-09 (B/814 Overlay 2)

This map shows the positions in which A/48 and B/48 were when they were cut off near Meijel. It also shows the positions that C/48 were in behind those of A&B/48.

CB-10 (B/814 Overlay 3)

This map shows the 48 AIB CP at the bend in the road that eventually became the stopping point of the Germans in this sector. It does not show A/48 nor B/48 but does show C/48 in the same positions as in CB-09 at 0800 on 28 Oct 44 -- with 17 Tank Bn tanks behind them -- two of which were burned at 0900. (It also shows the steeple in distant Neerkant being knocked down.)

CB-11 (B/814 Overlay 4)

It shows the 48 AIB rear CP, further up the road to Asten than the 48 AIB Forward CP. It again shows the initial C/48 position south of the road and says that they began withdrawing at 1400 (presumably on 28 Oct 44). It also makes a note at the lower right that “A & B Co’s 48 Inf worked back to “C” Co 48 Inf pos closing day. I suspect that the C/48 position may be where B/48 and A/48 split up in their withdrawal, with A/48 now going with C/48.

 CB-12 (814 Overlay 6)

This map shows C/48’s second position, which should match with the yellow C/48 line crossing the Asten-Meijel road just south of the stopping point on map CB-02. While it does not show A/48 nor B/48, the disposition of the TDs near the stopping point may be of some help to Pat.

CB-13 (814 Overlay 6a)

This map does not mention 48 AIB. This map is mainly showing the locations of German tanks.

CB-14 (CB-02 and CB-09)

This map shows the earliest positions in the battle. A/48 and B/48 are shown at 6907, with the notation that they were cut off at 0400 (which would have been 0400 on 28 Oct 44).
Sam Sharpe, who commanded the Assault Gun Platoon in Headquarters Company of 48 AIB told me that his platoon was just inside the edge of Meijel at one point. He told me this because the plot on the grid map of the locations of Battalion Headquarters that I sent out before the Reunion did not show that. The CB-09 map does not show it either. But at some point the AG Plat was there, and we need to find out where they were in relation to A/48 and B/48 and when they withdrew and where they fell back to.

CB-15 (CB-02 and CB-10)

See the discussion of CB-10 above.
CB-16 (CB-02 and CB-11)

See the discussion of CB-11 above.
CB-17 (CB-02 and CB-06)

This is a combination that I should have done long ago, when I created CB-05. I have intentionally made this a very high resolution map, so that any area can be greatly enlarged and still be clear. The main area that we are interested in though is the area around the stopping point. This is the area that corresponds to Pat Barry’s hand-drawn maps 3a and 3b. So we should compare 17 with 3a and 3b.
Before making that comparison, first observe what CB-17 tells us. The stopping point at 669096 was right at the place where the Buizerdweg (with Mr. Jeucken’s farm and now the Buizerd tavern and the greatly over-hauled intersection are). C/48, with the anti-tank platoon (the yellow X north of the road) held the next intersection to the south, at 673093. Jumping ahead to the GoogleEarth maps, this road is identified (to the south of the Asten-Meijel road) as Kluutweg.
So Pat and the white house were along the north side of the Asten-Meijel road and were either between the Buizerdweg and Kluutweg if he was in front of the stopping point or between the Buizerdweg and the unnamed road along the edge of the field in CB-06 (and thus CB-17) if he was behind the stopping point. The unnamed road is NOT Gruttoweg, which is visible on the aerial photo and is too far back, past the unnamed road.
Pat also noted that Germans came from a woods. There is no woods on the aerial photo, but there was a woods just to the east of where the aerial photo ends.

We really need to know when the aerial photo was made. The white house that Pat described and drew does not appear to be there in the aerial photo.

Looking now at Pat’s map 3b, it is clear that he has placed the white house very close to the Asten-Meijel road, where there is no house shown in the aerial photo near any of the three roads (unnamed road, Buizerdweg, Kluutweg), except possibly what may be a house by the unnamed road, just NW of the Jeucken farm, but that location seems unlikely since it would have had the Jeucken farm buildings between Pat and the Germans.
CB-18 (GoogleEarth Asten-Meijel)

This is a big-picture view, showing the entire stretch from Asten to Meijel. Note that the yellow N279 was not there in 1944. The road that was there is the road that curves to the left in the center of the image and goes up through Heusden to Asten. Even the section that goes down from the splitting point to Meijel is not the old road, since the old road is still there about 10 meters north of the N279 and parallel to it, but not shown on this map, even though it does have the name Meijelseweg on the map.
CB-19 (GoogleEarth NW Meijel and Pat’s Position A)

The center of this image is the road junction just northwest of Meijel. The road going out the lower left corner, the Nederweerterdijk is the one that goes to Ospel and Nederweert. At about the lower left corner of this image is where Merriam wrote that A/48 “was forced to move back to a house in the vicinity of 688063.” The position that Pat identified as his initial position (what I am calling A) is at the upper left by the woods right where the word “Meijelseweg.”
CB-20 (GoogleEarth Routes out of Pat’s Position A)

In this image, Pat’s position A is at the right just below center and southwest of the Meijelseweg (the Asten-Meijel road, which is the white and not the yellow road, though some of the white is obscured by trees). The grid map (CB-02) shows only one road leading west and then north from the position. This appears to be the road that goes out the left center of CB-20, although it appears that the place where the road bends may have been modified from the way it was in 1944. There are other smaller roads that go through the marsh. These roads are not on the grid map, but they may have been there in 1944. It would be nice to have a 1940’s aerial photograph of this area.
CB-21 (GoogleEarth Routes to Pat’s Position B)

This image backs out from the zoomed image of CB-20 and shows the area that corresponds to what Pat drew on CB-03a and CB-03b. Looking at CB-15, it appears that the C/48 position shown on CB-15 and CB-10 was at the road by the white house (of the de Hart family) whose photo Niek brought to the Reunion, where the Tureluurweg crosses south of the Asten-Meijel road. This may be where the A/48 troops made the turn to the right that separated them from the B/38 troops on Pat’s CB-03 maps.
So then, did Pat and the rest of B/48 then continue on to the Kluutweg and then turn right there and go into position B at the Asten-Meijel road, or did they continue past the Kluutweg and then turn right on the Peelweg? I cannot find the reference just now, but it seems to me that I read that B/48 was in position at the stopping point, which would mean that it was more likely that they came onto the A-M road via the Peelweg. Keep in mind that C/38 and A/38 later pulled back to the Kluutweg, and I believe that B/48 was behind them.
CB-22 (GoogleEarth at Pat’s Most-Likely Position B)

This image, compared to the aerial photo, shows just how dramatically the intersection has changed since 1944.
Audio 2007-09-28c

The third audio clip includes Niek Hendrix, presenting the pictures of the white house at the NW side of the junction of Tureluurweg and the A-M road. As noted above, Pat definitely ruled it out, both because it did not look like his white house and because it was on the southwest and not the northeast side of the A-M road. There is a lot more good information on that audio as we examined the maps and concluded the road Pat shows in the CB-03b second map going up is most likely the Buizerdweg and that the white house is no longer there, though the Jeucken farm certainly is (and has grown, with two large – one very large – buildings).
