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T/Sgt. Henry M. Haney, 20 846 940, C/38 AIB, killed 4 October 1944 by “hole in back blowing out front of chest”; hometown: Yuma, Arizona (mother in Philadelphia, Mississippi); remains recovered 1947; buried at Ardennes USMC.

Map shows small German cemetery with 6 graves and a separate isolated grave for Haney, presumably buried by the Germans who were holding the site. (Castle De Hattert was reduced to rubble by US planes on 5 October 1944.)

Individual Deceased Personnel File records include the following: “Circumstances of disappearance: He was a member of an Infantry unit which made a night attack on the enemy in the vicinity of Overloon, Holland.” He was wearing underwear marked “5352” – which I have learned from Morning Reports was Pvt. Joseph V. Reddington, 31 415 352, of C/38, who had been captured 19 September 1944 at Sillegny, France.
