Extensive-area—searehes as well
as individual investigations have to date failed to furnish information
as to the ultimate disposition of their remains. Efforts to effect
association with unidentified recoveries from the area, now interred in
U.S. Military Cemeteries, have also proven negative, The lack of specifi
information regarding the death or burial, limited search in most
instances to general localities, however, documents on file in this Offic
and Office of The Quartermaster General substantiate the fact that
numerous investigations covering the entire department of the lianche,
have been conducted in the course of scarch operations for all losses,

both recovered and unrecovered. The terrain of the ilanche department, fo

the most part, consists of farm and pasture land which has been under
constant cultivation and daily use since the cessation of hostilities,
thus the possibility of undiscovered graves is remote. It can therefore
only be concluded that the remains of the deceased in question were re-
duced by battle action to a state which precludes recovery or identifi-
cation.
