on 11 July 1947 I was sent to the tomn of HONTHEIM, Germany (wI~L6)
to disinter the remains of one (1) American soldier, reported to be buried
in the Military Cemetery of that town. ,

Upon arrival at Hontheim I contacted the Burgermeister and learned that
there was one (1) Amerdican buried. The Burgermeister stated that the remains
had been found during the first part of May 1947 in the woods, about six (6)
iilometers from Hontheim., They were discovered by a Demining Team working in
that area. They turned the remains over to the Burgermeister. A casket was
made and the deceased was kept in the town church. About the last of May 1947,
the remains were buried in the Military section of the town cemetery.

The Burgermeister could give no further information.

CONCLUSION: Due to the fact that only the head and a few bones are left
of the remains and alsc a small part of clothing, it is concluded that the
soldier was killed by mines and that small animals have carried parts of the
