1. At the point ef coordinates givea in attached letter, an iselated

_ grave was found. The grave was marked by an Amsrican helmei hanging on & cross
pade of two (2) sticks. A note was tied to the cross which resd: "Here lies an

Amsrican goldier killed in the war of Li-u5." Upen disinterment, the enly re—

maing consisted of a skull, mandible and clavicle bones. There were no
jdentification tage or other mesns of identificatlon.

2, The mayor of the nearest village, D'ARS-SUR-MOSELLE, was contacted and
he knew nothing of the burial except the man was recovered and buried by a
Frenoh Bomb Disposal Unit. Upon further contacting a Mr. Supper, who heads the
French Demolition Units for the Mets area and whe is located in the Palais de
Justice building at Mets, the French officer in charge of the unit who had
originally recovered the bedy and mads the burial was contacted. He stated that
ithe remgins wers placed in a small wooder box and buried exactly as they were
recovered by his unit. He stated there were no means of idsntificaticn when the
body was recovered. _
