7 Ostober, 1944

I, 8/8Sgt. Otis 0'Neal, 34286357, make the following statement
concerning accident involving B-26 airerait No. 42-95863.

I wos flying as engineer and top turret gunner on ship Ho,
41-35022, vhich was flying in number four positios of the high
flight, box ame, with eircraft No. 42-95863 flying in pumber five
position on our right wing. We eucountered flak in the Verraij,
Holland area which was heavy and very accurate. We got a concentration
of four bursts in our flight and onse hit us in the right engine
and one hit Lt, Caughlan's ship, No. 4295863, in the left enginse
Fis engine burst into flame 80 I crawled out of my turret and sot
to the waist window to watch them and also our own shij. Just after
I got to the window, two chutes came out of the waiet windews and
they both opened okay. The bombardier opened his bomd Luy doors
and sylvoed his bombs, then clossd the doors.

The {lames were trailing beack béyond the teil of the ship.

The pilot dived the ship down to about five thousand feet and got
the fire out iu the left engine and then leveled the ship out

aud dropped on down to what seemed to me about 1500 or 2000 feet,
He made a 180° turn and headed back for friendly territory on one
engine. I followed him until he was out of sght but saw no nere
chutes come out of the ship and he seemed to be okay when I last
saw him.

I, 5/Sgt. George He Lemberger, 36239002, make the following
statement concerning accident invelving B-26 aireraft No.

42-95863.

I was flying es teil gunner on ship No. 2107804, which
was flying in number two poeition of the bigh flight, Pox one,
with aireraft No, 42-95863 flying in number five position directly
behizd our ship. We encount.red flak in %le Venrai j, Holland
area which vas heavy and very accurate. The first time I knew
anything wes wrong was vhen I saw ship 42-95863 bank out to the
right, below our ship, with the left engine on fire. The ship
appeared %o lose about 1500 to 2000 ‘feet altitudo and then the
pilot leveled the ship off. I saw three chutes ocome out of the
waist window, all of which I saw open. ¥hile these men were
bailing out the flames from the left engine were reaching as far
back as the tail., The plene sppeeXed to be losing altitude
slowly end the fleme was being gradudlly snuffed oute The nlane
appeared to lose more altitude to about 2500 or 3000 feet and
at this time I saw one mors chute come out of the plane which
openeds The plane eppeared to be well under conirol all through
this period although it was losing gl titude slowly. The last I
gsaw of the airoraft it appeared to be headed back toward friemndly

territory, well under control.
